If you
have some lost sites among your sources, try loading the url into The Wayback Machine,
a collection of 85 billion Web addresses archived from 1996 to a few months ago.  There
is no searching - you must copy and paste the url.

Although Ida isn't one of my direct
ancestors, she's very important because
she had come to America from Sweden,
then returned. When she came back to
America, my grandmother, Caroline
PERRSON came with her.  I love this
photo for several reasons. It's the only
one I have of her, she's very smartly
dressed, and is posed with a bicycle.
