This photograph dates from the latter part of 1913, between September and December. My grandfather,
LEE Sack Sam, wanted the family to sit for a formal portrait before he took his four young sons to China for
their education. George, the eldest, had just returned to Fresno, California, from China. He had traveled
there hoping to get a job with the new Nationalist Government of Sun Yat-Sen, but he came home
disappointed.

On November 15, 1913, the family - LEE Sack Sam, his second wife, CHAN Shee, Oscar, Henry, my father
Edward, and Paul - applied for a "Return Certificate" at the Fresno Immigration Service Office. However,
because of the civil war occurring in China, the family cancelled their travel plans. This is the only known
photograph of the whole nuclear family.
