My great grandfather, William Ambrose, must have
been quite the adventurer. Born in January 1860
near Maidstone, England. The identity of his
parents remains a mystery. He joined the Royal
Navy around the age of 18 and sailed to Sydney,
Australia where he lived for a number of years.

In 1887 he traveled to San Diego and worked at the
Hotel Del Coronado before heading north. He met
his future wife, Tushia Corville, in Healdsburg.
They married in San Francisco on her 17th
birthday. After filing his intent to become a
naturalized citizen, Will became a night watchman
at the Quarantine Station on Angel Island. Tushia
divorced him shortly thereafter. He worked on the
island for 11 years before his employment was
severed, most likely due to chronic iliness.

William Ambrose died in San Francisco on 31
August 1927. According to family lore, his failing
health was due both a broken heart and to the long
term exposure to fumigants used on Angel Island.
